CVP formally came in to existence on  
February 1st, 2007.  Previously it had been 
the Community Empowerment Network for 
Bolsover District called INVOLVE and was 
originally established in 2001.  CVP was 
registered with Companies House June 
2007 and with the Charity Commission in 
August 2007. 

 
 

Structure 
 

CVP is governed by its members (voluntary 
and community groups operating within the 
Bolsover district area), through an elected 
executive committee.  The organisation  
currently has over 178 members, and an 
executive committee of  9 voting  
members elected from among CVP’s  
membership.
